ZONE 32 - A RESOURCE IN GROWTH
New restults at La Grande Sud

Virginia Gold Mines Inc. (“Virginia”) is pleased to announce its new resource
estimate on its La Grande Sud project, James Bay region of Quebec.

Discovered in the spring of 1997, Zone 32 has been defined by drilling on a 50-metre
grid, over a length of 500 metres and tested at a depth of 250 metres. Zone 32
consists of three parallel lenses which join locally to form a single zone that can
reach 50 metres wide. Moreover, a fourth zone, Zone 103, located approximately
30 metres north of Zone 32, is also associated with the same mineralized structure.
Zone 32 and Zone 103 have a combined resource of 350,000 ounces. Zone 32 is
totally exposed at the surface. With the current low prices of gold, the Zone 32
deposit is not economic. However, according to the recommendations by
Strathcona Mineral Services and further to a visit of the property, Zone 32 as well
as the other mineralized zones known on the property confirm a geological setting
of high exploration potential favourable to the growth of the resources of the property
and the discovery of new zones.

In order to test the extension of Zone 32, Virginia has conducted a drilling program
to evaluate the zone at a vertical depth of 500 metres. Hole LGS-98-156 has
intersected 1.8 g/t over 11 metres including 3.2 g/t over 5 metres. This intersection

indicates that the gold-bearing corridor is still completely open at depth and
laterally.
